1st (Royal) Dragoons were under the command of 6th Cavalry Brigade in 3rd Cavalry Division. In
1916 , after Chrles’s arrival in theatre, they took part in The Battle of Loos (26 - 28 September), but
fought in no major engagement in 1916. In 1917 they took part in The First Battle of the Scarpe (9 -
12 April, a phase of the Arras Offensive) and the attack on Monchy le Preux (10 -11 April, a phase of
the Arras Offensive). In 1918 they fought in The Battle of St Quentin (21 - 23 March, a phase of the
of the First Battles of the Somme in which the Division was engaged until 5 April), and between 22
and 25 March 1918 the Division provided the 3rd Dismounted Division, organised into three
dismounted brigades. It also provided a mounted detachment under “Harman’s Detachment” and then
“Reynolds’s Force” between 23 and 29 March. They were engaged in the actions at the Somme
crossings (24 - 25 March, a phase of the of the First Battles of the Somme). 10 Note: Charles died
during this battle on 24 March and has no known grave.
